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The High School Relations Committee members have been hard at work putting together information to be included in our packets for Mississippi high school counselors to provide to their student body. It is our hope that this information will assist students in understanding the financial aid process as well as easing their fears of how to pay for college.
The information packet begins by giving them a calendar page which lists deadlines for ACT and SAT registration as well as deadlines for HELP, MTAG, and MESG applications. We also included testing dates for ACT and SAT test administration. The remaining sections include a summary of federal aid types, information pertinent to each aid type, FAFSA information, information on dependency status issues, scholarship search information, and information relevant to Mississippi College Tuition and Savings Plans. There are also sections pertaining to general FAFSA filing tips and information. The packets are put together so that the counselor can remove each page of information and either place it on a bulletin board or copy as a handout for the students. We were not able to include all of the information that we hoped for due to cost constraints, but we feel that the information provided is very important and will prove to be a very useful tool for the high school counselors and their students.
